ANNUAL GOVERNORS REPORT TO PARENTS
ACADEMIC YEAR SEPTEMBER 2021 – AUGUST 2022
This is the full Governing Body annual report to parents which has been emailed to all parents, is available on the school website and in hard copy by request at the school.
CHAIR OF GOVERNORS ADDRESS
The report highlights some of the key issues the Governing Body has considered during the year including the school improvement plan, standards, and finance; it also provides some details of the school and its activities. As you will be aware, schools have been faced with unprecedented challenges over the past year as they have sought to provide as much continuity to learning as possible in the midst of global pandemic. Whilst working with the children of critical care workers at Maes Yr Haul hub, and developing on line learning and feedback, staff have had to learn new skills quickly in order to ensure that the disruption to pupils and families was minimised as much as they possibly could.
Because of the very unusual nature of this past year, many of the statutory aspects of this report, such as pupil end of key stage data and attendance figures, are deemed temporarily non-statutory and not to be included in reporting this year. We do hope that, as life on the whole begins to return to some normality, children will not have to miss as much, ‘face to face’ contact time this year and that all the usual reporting requirements can return for the next academic year.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Trelales has had a few staff changes over the past year. After 30 professional and supportive years Mrs Diane Williams, Deputy Head, retired, and we thank her very much for all of her wonderful years of service to the children of Trelales. We are going to miss her in school. 
We were delighted to welcome Mrs Joanne Fitzgerald to the staff as our new Deputy Headteacher in September. I would therefore, on behalf of the Governing Body, and all of the staff like to welcome Mrs Fitzgerald to the team. We wish her well as she settles into the new routines of Trelales Primary School. 
We continue to drive pedagogical and curriculum reform, in preparation for the new curriculum, in light of Professor Donaldson’s Successful Futures Document. Key principles such as pupils’ independence, pupil voice, allowing children to develop lines of enquiry to enable them to apply high levels of literacy and numeracy, and a clear focus on pupil wellbeing and the rights of the child, continue to shape our teaching and learning outcomes. Our curriculum is developing, and staff are working hard to ensure that our children and their families are involved in its development. These are exciting times in education. Times which could be reviewed with a little uncertainty. However, at Trelales we are determined that with the school community working together we will secure the highest standards of education possible for your children.
We are lucky in Trelales to have a professional, dedicated, and hard-working group of teachers, learning support officers and lunch time supervisors. We must also acknowledge the contribution afforded by our administration officer, our two caretakers, and cleaning staff to the effective and efficient running of the school, throughout a year when there have been incredible challenges. We are very grateful to them and realise that all of our staff in whatever capacity they support Trelales, are totally focused on working hard to ensure your children enjoy their time in school, feel secure, and feel happy and cared for. 
The Governing Body is looking forward to working with Mr Morrison and staff, building on the strengths of the school, improving on an already strong foundation to provide a caring and supportive learning environment to enable all pupils to achieve their potential.
Finally, on behalf of the Governing Body, I would like to thank everyone involved with our school for your support and cooperation over the past, extremely challenging school year. Without your support Trelales would not be in such a strong position as it is today. We look forward to working with you and our school community in the coming year to develop partnerships that will undoubtedly contribute to the school’s ongoing achievements.

School Prospectus
A school prospectus is updated annually in line with Welsh Assembly Government guidelines and is initially distributed to every family when their child enters Trelales Primary.  Any family wishing to receive an additional copy of the school prospectus may request a copy from the office or can be downloaded from the school website.



Activities, Achievements and Community links
· A number of pupil committees meet throughout the year, including the School Council, Criw Cymraeg, and Eco-Committee.  All of these groups play a valuable role in the continual development of specific areas of pupil interest across the school. 
· Links with the community are strong with very good partnership work between Trelales and Bridgend Rotary, The Friends of Trelales, our local PCSOs, the all Wales police core programme provision and Bridgend Library service.
· Staff recognise and celebrate the achievement of pupils through weekly award assemblies held on Fridays. Class teachers select at least one Seren yr Wythnos and pupils also share certificates and awards from activities outside of school.
· Our pupils are able to benefit from a wide range of visits to local venues during the school year to enhance and deepen their learning and experiences.  During 2020-21, these included visits to Stackpole Residential centre, Noah’s Ark, local beaches, Caerleon Roman Amphitheatre, Theatr Na Nog, Castell Henllys, St Ffagans, Dan yr Ogof, Mountain view ranch and Crucial Crew.
· Pupils in the Junior classes access Intensive Swimming lessons with Halo Bridgend. Interschool sports matches take place throughout the year in rugby, netball, basketball, rounders and football. The school always has a strong representation at the Bridgend Schools Cross Country meetings, and competes annually at the Urdd Swimming Galas.

Curriculum Organisation
Trelales provides all children with a broad and balanced curriculum throughout the foundation phase and key stage two. We use a variety of strategies and methodologies to develop a broad range of knowledge, skills and understanding for all pupils.  Children are given opportunities to develop their learning through combinations of whole class, group, paired and individual activities. 

Through these, we want all our children to enjoy their learning and experience success and achievement at school. We aim to achieve this through high standards of learning and teaching within a happy, structured and caring environment.

The curriculum is currently undergoing a period of significant change as we move towards the implementation of the new ‘Curriculum for Wales’.   This will result in a curriculum with a common framework and approach throughout the school that provides a more holistic approach to achieving the new four purposes for education in Wales. Staff are developing how the new curriculum will look in Trelales, identifying relevant skills, concepts, knowledge and ideas across the areas of learning and experience and bringing them together in a cohesive way.

Religious Education and Collective Worship
The school is mainly Christian in character and recognises a broad range of other religions, faiths and beliefs. There is a collective act of worship each day. Children may be withdrawn from Religious Education lessons and/or collective worship on religious grounds if their parents so request in writing.

Arrangements for pupils with Additional Learning Needs
ALN provision at Trelales is very good and the ALNCo role is a strong feature of the school. The local authority recognises much of our ALN work as good practice. Our ALN policy statement explains agreed procedures for identifying, assessing and teaching children with additional needs. Each child has an individual learning plan with specific objectives and targets which are regularly monitored. Parents and pupils are included in the regular review meetings which focus on pupil progress and future educational provision. 


Additional learning needs financial resources this year were allocated to
· 25% of support for Special Needs Support Assistants 
· Non-contact time for the ALNCo to carry out her role
· Extra LSO support in junior classes, following Covid disruptions.

Primary pupils having additional needs within BCBC are not usually statemented as support is available without going through the statementing process.

The Language of Curriculum Delivery
Whilst the main language of instruction is English, pupils in the foundation phase and key stage 2 are encouraged to speak Welsh to their peers and other adults whenever possible. There is a comprehensive development and progression programme in place for Welsh language development, and a ‘Helpwr Heddiw’ is employed in each classroom. The teaching of Welsh language is largely focussed on the development of oracy skills, but with an increasing emphasis on reading and writing in Welsh as children mature and gain confidence. 

We give pupils the opportunity to experience Welsh culture and heritage wherever possible. Welsh is taught as a second language, there is no provision for any subject to be taught through the medium of Welsh. Pupils for whom English is an additional language (EAL) are catered for according to their needs with input from appropriate personnel. 

Staff Development
The staff are the most important resource of the school and all staff attended courses and in-service training in line with the priorities in the school improvement plan. A firm commitment, led by the Headteacher, is given at school to continuing professional development for all staff members.

School Policies
The school has a large number of policy documents covering both curriculum and non-subject areas. These documents are reviewed and revised by staff and governors on a rolling programme to reflect changing legislation, procedures and approaches.  Further information is available by contacting the office during school time.

Community focused schools
A community-focused school is one that ‘provides a range of services and activities’, often beyond the school day, to help meet the needs of its pupils, their families and the wider community.  Across Wales many schools already provide some community services including adult education, study support, ICT facilities and community sports programmes. The development of community-focused schools is not just a short-term project or initiative, but a real opportunity for schools and communities to work together in new ways for the future benefit of children, young people and adults. 

Trelales Primary School, engages in a range of community focused activities.  These include but are not limited to:  a range of after school clubs, police involvement, transition activities with Bryntirion Comprehensive, cluster activities and outdoor adventurous activities, links with local organisations such as Bridgend Rotary, Food Bank collections for our annual Harvest, and a range of fundraising activities through the year amongst many others.  

Gifts to the school
The Governors are indebted to the Friends of Trelales (FOTS) for their continued hard work in organising social events for pupils and adults as well as their fundraising. The Friends always make substantial contributions during each school year towards resources and equipment, as well as subsidising school transport costs.

Arrangements for disabled pupils
The Governing Body is mindful of the requirements of the Disability Discrimination Act (DDA) 1995 and The Special Needs and Disability Act (SENDA) 2005 in drawing up the School Improvement Plan and the day to day operation of the whole site.

The school is committed to ensuring that all pupils are able to participate in the school curriculum and (where they desire) in activities such as after school clubs, leisure/sporting events and educational visits.  All aspects of accessibility, including access to written information are included in the planning process to ensure that disabled pupils or adults will not be treated less favourably than other pupils and adults.


Attendance
The school places strong emphasis on good attendance.  REMEMBER - Success starts by being in school.  Parents should note that Welsh Assembly guidelines state that taking children on holidays during term time is not an entitlement for parents and all such absences need to be applied for in advance. 

Under the modifications directed by Welsh Government, no school attendance data is provided for the academic year 2021-22.

Admission/Transition arrangements
Admissions are made in line with the Local Authority’s admissions procedures. Every school has a published admissions number (PAN) which determines the number of school places available.   Bridgend County Borough Council is the Admissions Authority for Trelales Primary school. The school’s admission arrangements are therefore, operated in line with the Authority’s policy on school admissions.

Pupils will usually remain in the school until they complete year six and then transfer to secondary school. This school is a feeder school for Bryntirion Comprehensive School, however, pupils may apply to attend any secondary school they choose subject to compliance with the Authority’s admissions policy. 

Complaints
The school works hard to maintain good relationships with parents and the community. The governors sincerely hope that any concerns and problems can be addressed by discussion with either teachers, the Headteacher and/or admin staff prior to becoming an issue for the attention of the Governing Body and the local authority.  The complaints policy sets out the agreed procedures for handling complaints and is available on the school website or directly from the school upon request.

Fabric of the building/Toilets
The school is a well-resourced building offering good learning spaces and adequate play areas including a sports field. There are an appropriate number of toilet facilities for the number of staff and pupils throughout the school, including arrangements for children and adults with disabilities. The school employs its own cleaners to clean all areas of the school.

Healthy eating and drinking
The school encourages parents to provide healthy options for pupils in both morning breaks and lunches. Pupils are taught about the benefits of healthy lifestyles including strategies such as ‘5 a day’. Pupils are also encouraged to bring water bottles to school. School dinners provide a range of healthy choices for pupils, are freshly prepared and well balanced.
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
