• Bottle green jumper, cardigan, fleece or hoodie
• Yellow polo shirt
• Black or grey trousers, shorts, skirt or pinafore dress (with black or grey tights)
• Green and white check summer dresses
• Black school shoes or black trainers that are practical and comfortable
 • PE kit – black or grey shorts or joggers white round neck t-shirt or house T-shirt that is available to buy from the Friends of Trelales.
• An appropriate coat for the outdoors 

Children are permitted to wear PE kit to school on their allocated PE days. With a school jump on top. 
For children who attend after school sports, we ask that they wear uniform on these days and bring their kit to change after school for the club they are attending. 
Jewellery: For health and safety reasons, children are not permitted to wear jewellery except for stud earrings if they have pierced ears. Wearing jewellery of any kind can be dangerous for your child as it could get accidently caught. It could also get accidentally broken or lost which would be upsetting.
Lastly, Please could ALL items of uniform have the children’s name in it to prevent lost property.
